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research papers, both manually and using automated tools (such as those for text and data 

mining), provided that any such re‐use is subject to full and proper attribution. 

3.3. Most major research funders now have a mandate for outputs to be made open access. By 

accepting a research grant, the grant holder is required to provide open access to the 

publications arising from the funded research. Funder open access policies are important for 

supporting research outputs becoming openly accessible by academic and non-academic 

audiences. 
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5.5. Researchers are responsible for ensuring that their papers are published under the correct 

route and with the correct licence according to their funders’ requirements.
